As most of you are aware, SCDOT did not
approve our plans for the two new entrances that we
submitted to them on May 14, 2009. They did bring
in a new plan for the road that will go from
Waccamaw River Road to Holmestown Road. We
did tweak that plan and took that plan to the
monthly POA meeting on November 2, 2009. All
but one person in attendance voted for the tweaked
plan. | took this plan and met with Mike Barbee
(SCDOT), Councilman Barnard, Congressman
Hardwick, and Head County Engineer Steve
Gosnell. They all seemed to think it could work,
but needed SCDOT engineers to sign off on it. Mr.
Barbee was going to try and have the new proposal
completed in time for our December 7" POA
meeting. We did add a minor change to the front
entrance road that we expect to be approved.

The most common question asked me is, “Will it
change the look of our current front entrance?”.
The answer is no; we will still have our waterfall,
gazebo, and pond. May | suggest you plan on
coming to the December meeting as this may be the
last SCDOT meeting. If we know in advance that
they will not have plans ready, we will send out an
email advising you of such.

Paula Farrish is still checking property values
along Rick’s Industrial Parkway to see if there is
any feasibility to purchase property along that
roadway.
